The Stuart C. Gildred Family YMCA in Santa Ynez and the United Boys & Girls Clubs of Santa Barbara County each received $56,500 from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians in a ceremony Wednesday, Sept. 15, at the Tribal Hall on the Chumash Reservation.

The total of $113,000 was raised by the sixth annual Chumash Classic Golf Tournament, held in August at the River Course at the Alisal Guest Ranch in Solvang.

Proceeds from previous tournaments have averaged $100,000 each year, according to the tribe.

The Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation, governed by the tribe’s Business Committee, has donated more than $13 million to hundreds of local groups and schools, the tribe said.
