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	Free dental clinic offered in Santa Ynez

A free dental clinic is being offered May 3-13 by the Santa Ynez Tribal Health Clinic and the Army National Guard. 

People without access to basic dental services because of a lack of health insurance may register for an appointment. The sessions will take place from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through Friday and from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. on May 7. 

Army National Guard medical professionals will provide dental examinations and X-rays, fillings, extractions and teeth cleaning. A follow-up dental and medical clinic will be scheduled for mid-July. 

The Army National Guard is providing certified dentists and dental technicians for the clinic, as part of an agreement between Walking Shield Inc. and the Department of Defense. The program is funded by a grant from the California Wellness Foundation. 

The Santa Ynez Tribal Health Clinic is at 90 Via Juana Lane on the reservation of the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians. 

The clinic's medical, dental and social services are available to all members of the community, not only for Native Americans. The facility has a sliding fees scale based on income and low-income programs. It accepts Medicare, Medi-Cal and many major insurance plans.
